The Metro Crisis Coordination Program (MCCP) was founded in 1996 by a collaborative effort among the counties of Anoka, Carver, Dakota, Hennepin, Ramsey, Scott and Washington. 

It is the intent of the participating Counties to provide a crisis safety-net range of services for persons with mental retardation and 

related conditions (MR/RC).

The program was established to:

· Work interdependently with individuals, private providers, and public agencies in the Twin Cities metropolitan area,

· Reduce behavioral crises that adversely affect the residential, work, and/or educational placements of people with MR/RC.

· To reduce need for psychiatric hospitalization of people with MR/RC resulting from crisis situations. work/educational placements.

· Provide timely behavioral consultation and assessment.

· Functional Behavioral Assessments.

· Training and support to aid care providers in helping the person referred for services to replace challenging behaviors with socially appropriate responses.

· Maintenance of a centralized database of additional behavioral support services afforded to individuals with MR/RC and those who support them.

· Coordination of transitional housing and staff/care provider augmentation.

· Facilitating referrals for more extensive and/or specialized services to private providers and public agencies
PERSONNEL:

MCCP’s team includes behavior analysts, social workers, psychiatric nurses and consulting psychiatrists and psychologists. Administrative support and guidance are offered by MCCP’s managing entity, Mount Olivet Rolling Acres (MORA).

MORA is a private, nonprofit agency and has provided residential and other services to people with developmental disabilities for over 35 years.

Additional support and oversight are provided by a steering committee comprised of personnel who serve people with developmental disabilities from the seven metro county sponsors and the Minnesota State Department of Human Services.
